Special notes for transfer students: Students wishing to pursue the BFA program must apply in the Fashion Studies Department. 

Due to the sequential nature of the BFA in Fashion Design, 6 semesters are required at Columbia College Chicago to complete this program.

offers a BA Degree in Fashion Design as an alternative option for transfer students who are seeking to graduate sooner.
